There has recently been a closure of Thornton Bridge outside Helperby Brafferton 

(6 miles from Easingwold)   It was scheduled to be closed until the middle of June 

2015.  This was disrupted by the news of rare lampreys reproducing under the 

bridge.  Therefore construction was delayed to minimise harm to the water 

creatures.  This came as a great joy to all who use the bridge on a regular day to 

day basis. 

The school bus, 7H, for Boroughbridge High School had to take a 50 minutes 

detour to get to its destination.  Having to take a route through Thirsk to get 

around the bridge closure. This caused massive upset to the bus company, parents 

and children!
