Looking out for birds

Population Changes

expected dire predictions for a hard winter from

One potential indicator of things to come has

: , been the presence in many gardens, mine

Tree Sparrow - John Harding included, of more Nuthatches and Coal Tits than usual for the
time of year. This could well be the first ingfior that seeds, their food of choice at this time of
year, may not be plentiful. Only time will tell, but a poor seed crop, particularly of beech mast,
will lead to more birds migrating, and if severe, to more and more birds relying on garden
feeders. Reramber the winter of 2013/4 and all those Redpolls and Waxwings?

population. With significant declines in both House Sparrow and Tree Sparrow numbers, thing
have not beerooking promising for them. However, Garden BirdWatch data from the last two
winters shows that more of them are turning to our garden feeding stations for support.

House Sparrow numbers have declined by over-thicds since the late 1970s, and the Tree
Sparrow numbers suffered a dramatic crash in the early 1980srésult, both species are red
listed birds of conservation concern.

There are many theories behind the decline of House Sparrow, but lack of food in winter due
agricultural intensificatin and an associated reduction in fisgear survival rates have been
important drivers behind both declines. The huge losses of these-fama#iar sparrows are

an example of how land use changes can affect common birds, but garden bird surveys can h
usto understand these effects.

While our Tree Sparrow population is a fraction of what it was in the 1970s, results from BTO
surveys reveal that numbers at garden bird feeders have been increasing slowly for quite a
while. Winter 2014/15 saw the highest nio@r using suburban garden feeders since the survey
began in 1970 and on rural garden feeders since 2010. Whether these results show an
increasing reliance on the food we put out remains to be seen.

In recent years House Sparrow numbers have fluctuated, but according to BTO results numbe
visiting garden feeders have stabilised, and even appear to be showing a slight upturn.
Paralleling their arboreal cousins, rural House Sparrow numbers using dartirs were at

their highest since 2005, and at suburban ones since 2009, though again these counts are stil
much lower than they were in the 1970s.

The boost in sparrow numbers may have been helped by the recent mild winters, but garden
bird feeding gations remain extremely important. It will be interesting to see how they fare in
the coming winter.
